• Royal Canin representatives will be provided the opportunity to present educational nutritional 
sessions or product information sessions for students, academic, or clinical staff up to four times 
annually.

Clinical Skills Centre 
Royal Canin is invited to partner with Murdoch to launch a new Clinical Skills Centre, located in the 
Murdoch University Veterinary Hospital.  The establishment of the Centre will enable students to have a 
hands-on and independent learning experience by practicing clinical skills utilising a range of equipment.   
 
The Royal Veterinary College (RVC) at the University of London has a similar and very successful state of 
the art facility that offers this type of learning for students and has become a blueprint for other 
veterinary schools setting up similar centres.  Murdoch University staff members have visited the RVC 
centre and are very excited about the benefits such a centre would bring to the students of the College of 
Veterinary Medicine.   


 
Benefits to students 
A Clinical Skills Centre within the College of Veterinary Medicine would complement the modern 
veterinary course curriculum.  Students would be better prepared for clinical rotations in the final 
year of their course, resulting in improved efficiency in clinical teaching, enhanced student 
contribution to clinical service and improved learning outcomes for graduates of the course.  The 
student learning experience would also be enhanced with an innovative teaching and learning 
environment. 
 
The students who use the Clinical Skills Centre will learn to manage their own first day 
competencies as general practitioners of domestic species, starting from the beginning of their 
undergraduate degree and continuing until their summative OSCE (Objective Structured Clinical 
Exam) prior to final graduation.  The Centre will be a base for students to build a repertoire of 
basic procedures, knowledge and skills so they are confident they can perform them in the course 
of their professional duties from the time they graduate.  It will also serve to train students in adult 
learning practices which they will carry with them into their professional lives.   
 
As the Centre will be utilised by all year groups, students will be doing similar tasks alongside more 
advanced students, being reminded of their need to revise foundation knowledge through the 
course.  Less advanced students will see first-hand and from their peers, the value and applications 
of their current curriculum.  
 
How the Centre will work 
The Clinical Skills Centre will operate as a student drop-in centre.  This will enable students to 
utilise the facility during evenings and weekends when their timetables allow.  Clinical rotation 
students will be able to use the laboratory when their clinical caseload is lower.   
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A currently underutilised facility within the College has been allocated as a suitable area for the 
development of the Centre.  The rooms would be refurbished to ensure the teaching materials can 
be suitably displayed and allow students the means to access related information.  Keycard access 
will be established to enable student usage to be logged. 
 
Students will be able to practice basic skills such as: 


• Biopsy 
• Suturing 
• Bandaging 
• Pharmacy (set-up and recognising trade names) 
• Nutrition (recognising condition specific diets and formulating appropriate amounts and 


type) 
• Gowning up 
• Anaesthetic set-up  
• Surgery set-up 
• Microscope skills 
• Equine nerve blocks 
• IV access 


 
Benefits for Royal Canin 
With the support of Royal Canin the Clinical Skills Centre would provide a venue and forum for 
educating students about a large variety of clinical skills including pet nutrition.  Royal Canin would 
receive naming rights to the centre.    
 
As a new teaching innovation, the Centre would be viewed as an opportunity for research and 
publication.  The gathering of data suitable for future publications would begin at the lab’s 
inception.   As Royal Canin would be instrumental in the establishment of such an important and 
innovative facility at the University, any research and publications would reference the support of 
Royal Canin.

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Associate Lecturer in Clinical Instruction 
To ensure the Clinical Skills Centre is sufficiently staffed and maintained, it is proposed to employ an 
Associate Lecturer in Clinical Instruction.  Royal Canin can provide a pivotal leadership role in advancing 
the knowledge of animal care and welfare and sharing their knowledge and respect for animals with the 
veterinarians of the future.  As an industry-innovator, Royal Canin has a track-record of implementing 
the latest technologies and practices to ensure healthy animals through pet nutrition.  As sponsor of the 
Royal Canin Associate Lecturer in Clinical Instruction, Royal Canin would move ahead in their field.  
Through this sponsorship, Royal Canin moves from implementation of current best practice to creating a 
new international standard in new graduate veterinarians.

KeePad Interactive Learning 
We invite Royal Canin to assist in the purchase of further KeePad technology to enable and promote 
active learning by problem solving for our students. 
 
The system works by keypads being passed out to students at the start of the tutorial, case material is 
then presented, students are asked to make decisions regarding case management, their answers are 
pressed into the keypad and the outcome and breakdown of the answers of the class are then centrally 
coordinated by the system.  The outcome of their decision is tested by the progression of the case in line 
with the majority decision.    
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This technology allows relaxed but engaging interactive whole year group tutorials.  The purpose is to 
assist students in acquiring clinical problem solving skills so they are better placed for final year rotation 
and veterinary practice.  Students will also be assisted in learning lecture content of the clinical 
disciplines by putting the facts into a practical context.  We anticipate students will ultimately find the 
clinical years of the course less daunting with this extra assistance.   
 
This technology was originally introduced in the beginning of 2013 and demand for its use in steadily 
growing as teachers think of more uses and gradually integrate them into their existing teaching 
materials.  It is planned to purchase a further receiver and 50 KeePads for use beginning in 2015.

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Introduction 
 
Murdoch University and Hill’s Pet Nutrition have been collaborating for many years, and in 2009 we partnered 
to develop a multi project funding agreement to benefit nutritional education and student experience at 
Murdoch.  The current agreement concluded on 14th September 2012 and it is our hope that Murdoch can work 
with Hill’s Pet Nutrition to ensure continued success and an ongoing partnership that provides mutual benefit.   
 
Murdoch University and the School of Veterinary and Biomedical Sciences have been in a phase of exciting new 
beginnings and opportunities in recent times.  The partnership between the School of Veterinary and Biomedical 
Sciences and Hill’s Pet Nutrition has evolved during this time of change within the University and we believe, grown 
stronger over the past three years.

Hill’s support is acknowledged and promoted throughout the hospital and a large number of clients are given 
discharge letters recommending a nutrition plan.  The nutritional recommendation template that makes 
recommending Hill’s products an easy and supported choice will continue to be utilised by hospital staff at their 
discretion.

A number of Murdoch University CVE events have previously been supported by Hill’s including Murdoch Online 
Veterinary Education (MOVE - formally RATS), Dermclub, Club Medicine, Regional Surgery Series and Surgery Series.  
As the CE program develops, the opportunities to Hill’s in future years can be tailored to a mutually beneficial level. 
 
MOVE

These lectures will be clinically orientated, interactive, and at a level that is relevant to practitioners and presented by 
veterinarians from the Small Animal Medicine department at Murdoch University Veterinary Teaching Hospital, with 
the potential for other guest lecturers.  An average of 30 veterinarians have attended each session in past years. 
 
In 2013 a series of three continuing education sessions focusing on small animal internal medicine will be scheduled. 
 
Sponsorship benefits will include:

• Verbal acknowledgement of sponsorship at the beginning of each session 
• Opportunity for your company representative to mingle with attendees prior to the lecture

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Perth Surgery Series 
These lectures will be clinically orientated, interactive, and at a level that is relevant to practitioners. The lectures will 
be presented by veterinarians from the Small Animal Surgery department at Murdoch University Veterinary Hospital 
which is led by Professor Giselle Hosgood (soft tissue/oncologic surgery) and Associate Professor Mark Glyde 
(orthopaedic / neurosurgery).  In previous years these events have been very popular with an average of 30 
veterinarians attending each session. 
 
In 2013 a series of four continuing education sessions focusing on small animal surgery are scheduled.  The 
confirmed dates for the sessions are:

• Wednesday 15th May 2013 
• Wednesday 21st August 2013 
• Wednesday 20th November 2013

Murdoch and Hill’s 
have together committed to developing the Veterinary Professional Life course and will continue to build support 
networks among students and staff, practice team building and communication skills, and teach professional and 
personal development.  VPL events include the 1st Year Orientation Day, 2nd Year Camp and 3rd Year Conference.   
 
The following acknowledgements and benefits will be provided for the VPL program: 
 


• Hill’s will be automatically named the major sponsor at the VPL3 Conference 
• Hill’s Pet Nutrition will be acknowledged verbally at each event 
• Hill’s Pet Nutrition’s logo will be displayed on promotional materials distributed at the events 
• Hill’s Pet Nutrition’s logo will be displayed on course materials distributed at the events

Pet Nutrition Education for Students 
Nutritional lectures for students by a Hill’s representative can continue to be part of an ongoing partnership.

• Hill’s will be provided the opportunity to promote the online nutrition course, Veterinary Nutrition Advocate 
(VNA) to students two times annually and the course will be recommended to students interested in 
expanding their knowledge of clinical nutrition.

• Hill’s Pet Nutrition will be provided an opportunity to provide a Hill’s branded text such as “Key to 
Nutrition” to final year students once annually.   


 
Student Programs, Projects and Events 
As part of the current agreement student based projects are agreed upon by both Murdoch and Hill’s at the beginning 
of each year.  This has included items such as client simulation classes, VPL conference, tutorial room monitor, 
visiting clinicians and WYSE terminals.   
 
An additional $10,000 per annum of in-kind support is currently offered for utilisation within student focused projects, 
the VPL program and CE events.  This has been used for items such as catering, supporting the VNA course and Hill’s 
branded items (stethoscopes, notebooks, t-shirts etc).   
 
Several programs, projects and events are organised to enhance the education experience of students at Murdoch.  
These include events such as the 3rd Year Clinic Coat Ceremony and the 5th Year Student Badge Ceremony where 
catering was supported by Hill’s as well as Hill’s promotional material distributed to students.  The Murdoch Veterinary 
Students Association (MVSA) is instrumental in organising several events and programs for students and we hope this 
agreement can be an opportunity to support their work.    
 
The in-kind support Hill’s has provided to past events has ensured their continuation and success and we hope this 
level of support can continue.  Relevant events will continue to be offered to Hill’s for consideration of your in-kind 
support on an annual basis.   
 
Projects for the term of a new sponsorship agreement that we invite Hill’s to consider are: 


 
Murdoch Veterinary Students’ Association (MVSA) 
The MVSA is a student run group that performs a variety of duties within the veterinary school such as 
clothing and equipment orders, hosting various student social events and providing a direct voice to the Dean 
of the Veterinary School to discuss student-related issues. 
 
There are 11 “Student Interest Groups” (SIGs) within Murdoch which currently act as separate entities from 
the MVSA.  Each has its own area of interest (Surgery, Business, Cattle, Horses, Dogs, Welfare, Pigs, Wildlife, 
Exotics, Public Health, and a student-run newspaper) and a Board that manages events/funding etc.  The 
number of SIGs has doubled over the past three years and has provided numerous opportunities for students 
to learn outside of the classroom. 
 
A new structure has been outlined for MVSA including more defined roles for all new committee positions.  
This will see the MVSA change its image and grow into a larger, more professionally run organisation.  The 
MVSA will continue to support networking events, and “stress-relieving” events (Winter Dinner, Vet Revue, 
Sundowners, etc.) but moreover they will become the voice of the Murdoch Students.   
 
SIGs will become part of and hold committee positions on the MVSA, providing a more diverse student voice 
on how the MVSA is managed and will also be invited to the regular meetings with the Dean to discuss issues 
within the school.  
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The funding of the SIGs will also be coordinated through the MVSA.  The SIGs will apply for funding via a 
“grant application” within the MVSA.  The MVSA would review the application and examine the group status 
and events (yearly budget, past years’ memberships, total events held, number of students at each event, 
future goals, etc) and then award an amount.  The funds would pay for events (catering, gifts for speakers 
etc) and subsidise clothing orders.  
 
Hill’s Pet Nutrition would become the major sponsor of the Murdoch Veterinary Students Association for three 
years to enable the rejuvenation of the MVSA and support the entire veterinary student body.  
 
Hill’s Pet Nutrition logo would appear on all MVSA communications and events and on all promotions of SIG 
events.  An acknowledgement of Hill’s support would be made at each event and a Hill’s representative would 
be invited to attend relevant and agreed upon events.   
 
KeePad Interactive Learning 
We invite Hill’s to assist in the purchase of the KeePad technology to enable and promote active learning by 
problem solving for our students.  
 
The system works by keypads being passed out to students at the start of the tutorial, case material is then 
presented, students are asked to make decisions regarding case management, their answers are pressed into 
the keypad and the outcome and breakdown of the answers of the class are then centrally coordinated by the 
system.  The outcome of their decision is tested by the progressing of the case in line with the majority 
decision.    
 
This technology will allow relaxed but engaging interactive whole year group tutorials.  The purpose is to 
assist students in acquiring clinical problem solving skills so they are better placed for final year rotation and 
veterinary practice.  Students will also be assisted in learning lecture content of the clinical disciplines by 
putting the facts into a practical context.  We anticipate students will find the clinical years of the course less 
daunting with this extra assistance.   
 
We intend to use this style of teaching for all 4th Year students in 2013, with at least 20 teachers across all 
clinical disciplines, expanding into other year groups in future years.   
 
Hill’s support will be acknowledged on each keypad and the Hill’s logo will be displayed on slides during 
lectures.  A Hill’s representative will also be given the opportunity to do a short presentation (up to 10 
minutes) at one class where this technology is being utilised.  


 
Clinic Coats Ceremony 
The Clinic Coats Ceremony for our 3rd Year students moving into clinical sciences was initiated three years 
ago.  This important milestone celebrating this transition has become an important occasion that is looked 
forward to by students and their families each year.  As well as Hill’s support to the AVA each year in 
providing coats to our students, we request that you continue your support of the event through your in-kind 
support of catering and stethoscopes or other Hill’s branded item.  Hill’s support will be acknowledged with 
logos on the program, verbally acknowledged at the ceremony, and the opportunity is available for Hill’s 
signage to be placed in the ceremony area.   
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5th Year Badge Ceremony 
The 5th Year badge ceremony is held each year for final year students to be presented their Vet in Training 
badge.  This celebration of a highlight in their veterinary training is commemorated with a small ceremony 
and lunch.  Hill’s will be acknowledged for their support on all communication regarding the ceremony, given 
the opportunity to be involved with the ceremony, support the event through an in-kind contribution of 
catering and the distribution of Hill’s promotional material to students such as a nutritional booklet.  Hill’s 
support will be acknowledged at the event, and the opportunity is available for Hill’s signage to be placed at 
the ceremony.   
 
Client Simulation Classes 
These classes in client simulations for 3rd Year vet students work towards giving our future veterinarians skills 
in communication and consultation.  Small animal cases are used for the simulation classes with the object 
being to combine communication skills with diagnostic pathology, connecting with a client, taking a history, 
and making and explaining a diagnosis without using jargon.  Hill’s support will be acknowledged with logos 
on student handouts, verbally acknowledged with every student group, a Hill’s diet will be added to the scripts 
where appropriate, and the opportunity is available for Hill’s signage to be placed in class area.   
 


The following acknowledgements and benefits will be provided for student programs, projects and events: 
 


• Hill’s Pet Nutrition logo will be displayed on each KeePad keypad for the term of this sponsorship 
agreement.  


• Hill’s Pet Nutrition will be acknowledged verbally at each supported event. 
• Hill’s Pet Nutrition logo will be displayed on relevant materials distributed at the events. 
• Hill’s Pet Nutrition logo will be displayed on course materials distributed at the events. 
• A representative from Hill’s Pet Nutrition will be invited to attend and participate in Hill’s supported 


student events. 
• Hill’s Pet Nutrition will be provided an opportunity to provide Hill’s branded product to students 


participating in supported events. 
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2013 – 2015 Sponsorship Agreement 
 
This proposal recommends that Murdoch and Hill’s Pet Nutrition focus on three key areas that would be 
consistently linked with Hill’s sponsorship, providing funding or in-kind donations as well as mutually agreed 
benefits throughout the duration of the contract.

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INTRODUCTION

Clinical Skills Centre 


Royal Canin is invited to partner with Murdoch to launch a new Clinical Skills Centre, located in the 


Murdoch University Veterinary Hospital.  The establishment of the Centre will enable students to have a 


hands-on and independent learning experience by practicing clinical skills utilising a range of equipment.   


 


The Royal Veterinary College (RVC) at the University of London has a similar and very successful state of 


the art facility that offers this type of learning for students and has become a blueprint for other 


veterinary schools setting up similar centres.  Murdoch University staff members have visited the RVC 


centre and are very excited about the benefits such a centre would bring to the students of the College of 


Veterinary Medicine.   


 


Benefits to students 


A Clinical Skills Centre within the College of Veterinary Medicine would complement the modern 


veterinary course curriculum.  Students would be better prepared for clinical rotations in the final 


year of their course, resulting in improved efficiency in clinical teaching, enhanced student 


contribution to clinical service and improved learning outcomes for graduates of the course.  The 


student learning experience would also be enhanced with an innovative teaching and learning 


environment. 


 


The students who use the Clinical Skills Centre will learn to manage their own first day 


competencies as general practitioners of domestic species, starting from the beginning of their 


undergraduate degree and continuing until their summative OSCE (Objective Structured Clinical 


Exam) prior to final graduation.  The Centre will be a base for students to build a repertoire of 


basic procedures, knowledge and skills so they are confident they can perform them in the course 


of their professional duties from the time they graduate.  It will also serve to train students in adult 


learning practices which they will carry with them into their professional lives.   


 


As the Centre will be utilised by all year groups, students will be doing similar tasks alongside more 


advanced students, being reminded of their need to revise foundation knowledge through the 


course.  Less advanced students will see first-hand and from their peers, the value and applications 


of their current curriculum.  


 


How the Centre will work 


The Clinical Skills Centre will operate as a student drop-in centre.  This will enable students to 


utilise the facility during evenings and weekends when their timetables allow.  Clinical rotation 


students will be able to use the laboratory when their clinical caseload is lower.   
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A currently underutilised facility within the College has been allocated as a suitable area for the 


development of the Centre.  The rooms would be refurbished to ensure the teaching materials can 


be suitably displayed and allow students the means to access related information.  Keycard access 


will be established to enable student usage to be logged. 


 


Students will be able to practice basic skills such as: 


• Biopsy 


• Suturing 


• Bandaging 


• Pharmacy (set-up and recognising trade names) 


• Nutrition (recognising condition specific diets and formulating appropriate amounts and 


type) 


• Gowning up 


• Anaesthetic set-up  


• Surgery set-up 


• Microscope skills 


• Equine nerve blocks 


• IV access 


 


Benefits for Royal Canin 


With the support of Royal Canin the Clinical Skills Centre would provide a venue and forum for 


educating students about a large variety of clinical skills including pet nutrition.  Royal Canin would 


receive naming rights to the centre.    


 


As a new teaching innovation, the Centre would be viewed as an opportunity for research and 


publication.  The gathering of data suitable for future publications would begin at the lab’s 


inception.   As Royal Canin would be instrumental in the establishment of such an important and 


innovative facility at the University, any research and publications would reference the support of 


Royal Canin.

KeePad Interactive Learning 


We invite Royal Canin to assist in the purchase of further KeePad technology to enable and promote 


active learning by problem solving for our students. 


 


The system works by keypads being passed out to students at the start of the tutorial, case material is 


then presented, students are asked to make decisions regarding case management, their answers are 


pressed into the keypad and the outcome and breakdown of the answers of the class are then centrally 


coordinated by the system.  The outcome of their decision is tested by the progression of the case in line 


with the majority decision.    
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This technology allows relaxed but engaging interactive whole year group tutorials.  The purpose is to 


assist students in acquiring clinical problem solving skills so they are better placed for final year rotation 


and veterinary practice.  Students will also be assisted in learning lecture content of the clinical 


disciplines by putting the facts into a practical context.  We anticipate students will ultimately find the 


clinical years of the course less daunting with this extra assistance.   


 


This technology was originally introduced in the beginning of 2013 and demand for its use in steadily 


growing as teachers think of more uses and gradually integrate them into their existing teaching 


materials.  It is planned to purchase a further receiver and 50 KeePads for use beginning in 2015.

Between 2008 and 2011 Peter Irwin and Rick Read facilitated significant funding to 
the Trust from Hills Pet Nutrition Asia-Pacific.  This funding was primarily to support 
the development of the Postgraduate Certificate in Small Animal Practice 
(International) and to assist delivery of a series of offshore workshops in SE Asia.  
Some of this funding has been used in the past to underwrite the workshops, but 
was also for the benefit of the School (now College) as a whole.  Over 200 
veterinarians have attended the workshops and there have been ten veterinarians 
complete the Postgraduate Certificate degree, and eight have gone on to study the 
MVS, with most of the cohort scheduled to graduate at the end of 2013.  Sadly, due 
to the cost of the degrees and the English language requirement imposed by the 
university the course seems to be unsustainable.  In a last attempt to attract more 
students we organised a workshop in Malaysia in November 2012 but to date there 
have been no enrolees and regrettably the course will probably end this year.  The 
last workshop resulted in a small deficit ($2,896.04) and support from the Trust is 
requested to meet this expense.  This will be the last request pertaining to this 
funding agreement.

Further to your meeting with Professor Read and our subsequent email correspondence, I am 
writing to keep you informed about the progress of the curriculum changes to the coursework 
programs.  We have proposed new structures for the Murdoch University Graduate 
(Postgraduate) Certificate and Masters Degree in Small Animal Practice that fit into the latest 
academic framework required by the Australian Government.  I will let you know the outcome 
as soon as it has passed due process within the university here. 
We share some of your concerns about the relevancy of the Masters program for 
veterinarians practicing in SE Asia and will no longer emphasise this as the ultimate goal to 
that particular audience, although we would always encourage excellent students to pursue 
this if they wish to.  Instead, we propose a really practical and relevant learning experience 
(Graduate Certificate) for these veterinarians, preceded by a hands-on workshop. 
 
While we await the University’s consideration of our proposal, I propose we explore ways to 
move forward together in 2014.  We have identified the following areas for your 
consideration: 
 
• Hill’s to sponsor targeted individual veterinarians (or groups of veterinarians from a 


specific practice) to attend our offshore workshops (Advanced Veterinary Clinical Skills).  
These workshops remain a pre-requisite for enrolment into the Graduate Certificate 
course but vets may attend without any obligation to continue into academic studies. 


• Hill’s to establish scholarships for selected veterinarians to enrol in and complete the 
Graduate Certificate training. 


• Hill’s to provide financial support for selected veterinarians to complete single units from 
the Certificate program (this option will be offered through our CVE office and will not 
require the veterinarian to enrol into a course). 


• Finally, Murdoch University offers a Webinar series in a variety of clinical disciplines 
suitable for veterinarians in Small Animal Practice.  These have been very successful within 
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Australia and have recently been offered in Singapore and Hong Kong.  We currently 
receive support for these from Hill’s Australia, but they would be suitable for a wider Asian 
audience and we could consider developing Webinar Topics by request. Providing financial 
assistance for selected veterinarians to gain access to these webinars is another avenue 
for SE Asian veterinarians to broaden their clinical expertise as well as their English 
language proficiency. 


You can see that these proposals focus more on the practitioner than on Murdoch per se, yet 
would strengthen the collaboration between our two organisations.  Clearly, we require to 
work through the details, but I believe these suggestions are of real value to veterinarians in 
SE Asia and are in alignment with your interests.

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Summary of meeting with  from Hills’ Pet Nutrition 
 
Meeting attended by Prof Rick Read (Murdoch University) and  (Hills’ Far East) 
 
Meeting held in Sky City Hotel, 1pm Wednesday March 6, 2013. 
 
The purpose of the meeting was to discuss options for further collaboration between Hills’ Far 
East and Murdoch University’s Veterinary School to provide continuing education for the 
veterinary profession in Asia. 
 
Dr Read outlined the recent activities and the issues arising from the recent workshops: 


 The subject matter, structure and overall attractiveness of the Advanced Veterinary Skills 
Workshop is very well respected and received in countries where the Workshop has been 
run (Taiwan, Thailand, China, Malaysia). 


 Over 200 veterinarians have completed the workshop but the number progressing on to 
take up the online Postgraduate Certificate (International) and Masters offerings is very 
small, due largely to the high cost of the total package through to Masters level, and 
University requirement for a minimum proficiency level in English of IELTS 6.0 


 An academic restructure currently underway at Murdoch University may require more 
separation between the curricula of the Postgraduate Certificate (Int) and the Masters in 
Small Animal Practice 


 
 shared his belief that the Masters degree from Murdoch University was considered 


too difficult a goal by many Asian veterinarians, with the financial cost, time commitment and 
academic rigour of the Masters level units all contributing to this position being commonly held.   
 
Immediately prior to this meeting, Dr Read had met with  
Education Committee to discuss linking the Murdoch ACVS workshop with the  
continuing education program.  Dr Maddison had indicated support for this concept, and her 
intention to raise this with the Education Committee at a meeting later the same day. 
 
The following points were discussed and agreed: 


1. The ACVS workshop and Drs Read and Irwin as presenters are highly regarded by 
Asian veterinarians. 


2. The best opportunity for expansion of the impact of the Murdoch offerings in 
continuing education for Asian veterinarians is to focus on the ACVS workshop and the 
Postgraduate Certificate International and its individual units. 


3. A structure that offers both the Postgraduate Certificate as a whole and its individual 
units as stand alone offerings should be pursued, taking into account the results of the 
current academic restructure of graduate courses at Murdoch University.  The current 
core units of the Certificate to be expanded with additional appropriate level elective 
options. 


4. Hills’ Far East and Murdoch University to work towards an agreement that 
incorporates a scholarship program to provide academic fee support for selected 
veterinarians to enroll in the Postgraduate certificate course, with prior completion of 
the ACVS workshop remaining as a prerequisite for enrolment. 


Just add a little to explain “too difficult”: 
Largely I tried to wear the hat of a GP to ask myself “what is the incremental 
value from a MS degree from Murdoch if my career goal is in general practice, 
considering the investment Time&$” 


A comment here: 
 
It is possible to work with local vet association along with Hill’s partnership to 
select relevant workshops  
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5. The scholarship program outlined in (4) above could also be linked with the existing 
veterinary nursing scholarship program supported by Hills for veterinary nurses 
enrolled through the Animal Industries Resource Centre/Crampton Consulting Group 
– AIRC/CCG). 


6. Drs Read and Irwin to develop workshop modules in conjunction with AIRC/CCG that 
are appropriate for veterinary nurses and technicians undertaking the advanced levels 
of their veterinary nurse training.  


7. Linking the ACVS workshop with the  continuing education program is 
considered a desirable outcome by Hills Far East and the Murdoch workshop 
providers. 


 
Likely next steps once agreement in principle is reached and depending on the results of the 


 education committee meeting held in Auckland today: 
 


 Dr Read to communicate with  by email regarding a formal proposal to run a 
WSAVA-linked ACVS workshop in Malaysia in 2014. 


 Pending the final results of the academic restructure of graduate degrees at Murdoch 
University, Dr Irwin and Dr Read to provide  with details of the restructured 
Graduate Certificate course and individual unit structure. 


 Appropriate staff of Murdoch University and Hills Far East to draw up an agreement 
outlining Hills’s support for the restructured Murdoch continuing education certificate 
and ACVS workshop. 


 Dr Irwin and Sue Crampton to work together to develop workshop modules for advanced 
nursing students, to be run in conjunction with the ACVS 


 Murdoch University and  Education committee to pursue an ongoing link to 
support veterinary professional development in Asia commencing in 2014.
